The
Neighborhood Network helps residents become better informed and provides a link between
Sioux City’s neighborhoods and City Hall.

These individuals
dedicate countless hours of their time to “live in a better neighborhood without moving” as their
motto states. Many of them are involved in other City boards and commissions and are
constantly working to improve Sioux City. The City/Neighborhood partnership continues to
benefit the City of Sioux City.
